As these trainees are the first in Scotland and Ireland to take part in these courses offered by
RoSPA Fleet services to ROADAR members, | hope to be able to provide through my
newsletter, some shared insight into the value to ROADAR groups of the courses.

As you may already be aware, the format of the course is twenty hours of eLearning followed by
two days of practical training followed by the Advanced Tutor Test.

All three members have started the eLearning package which can be covered at your own pace.
Currently, their two days of practical and the Advanced Tutor test are scheduled for early in
August.
